o At Miraikyoso Junior High School, students who have not received adequate compulsory education
and foreign students study together. *Tuition and textbooks are provided free of charge.

Admission qualifications
To apply, you must be a resident of Gunma and at least 15 years old as
well as meet one of the following qualifications.

How to apply for Miraikyoso Junior High School

Applications will not be accepted once the capacity is reached.
